Lebberston Touring Park Booking Conditions
All persons are requested to observe the following conditions, these being set out to maintain a safe,
efficient and happy environment and also preserve a friendly and tranquil atmosphere amongst
persons on this quiet park. These conditions may seem strict but most are common sense and are
there to ensure that you and our other guests get the relaxing holiday you deserve in beautiful North
Yorkshire. If you have any queries over the points raised please do not hesitate to contact us.

1. Pitches are available from 1pm and must be vacated by 11am.
2. For the safety of all our guests vehicles must not exceed 10mph. Normal Highway Rules apply.

3. All visitors have the right to a peaceful and quiet stay. Excessive noise, unruly behaviour or bad language
will not be tolerated. Noise should be kept to a minimum at all times and must cease by 10pm.

4. Individual pitch holders are permitted to bring a maximum of 2 dogs onto the park only if they comply
with the following conditions:-

a. Dogs will be kept on a short lead at all times.

b. Dogs will not be left unattended and will be kept quiet.

c. Dogs will always be exercised off the park or in the area provided, not walked across grassed areas or
around park buildings.

d. Dogs will always be cleaned up after.

e. Dogs are not permitted in the shop or amenity blocks.

5. It is the responsibility of parents/guardians to ensure that children understand and comply with the park
rules. All children must be accompanied to the amenity blocks by persons of a responsible age. All outdoor
games must be played on the open grassed area provided. No hard balls or kite flying. Do not allow
children to climb trees, this can be very dangerous. Playing around caravans and park buildings is
unacceptable. It is the responsibility of the parents/guardians to ensure the safe supervision of children
while on the park and ensure appropriate behaviour at all times. To reduce waste water we do not allow
paddling pools.

6. Bicycles and scooters may be ridden responsibly only during daylight hours and on roadways (not across

pitches, grassed areas or around park buildings). The park speed limit of 10mph must not be exceeded.
Failure to comply with this will result in removal of the bicycle/scooter until departure.

7. For security reasons all visitors (including day/part day visitors) must report to reception, provide
registration details and pay the appropriate fee.

8. The number of occupants on the pitch must not exceed the berth of the caravan/motorhome/trailer tent.

9. Breathable groundsheets are permitted. Non-breathable groundsheets must not be used under any
circumstances.

10. Please dispose of your rubbish responsibly. We care about the environment and have excellent recycling
facilities on our park. Please recycle all glass, plastic bottles, paper, cardboard and cans. Waste water must
be emptied in the drains provided. Toilet waste must be emptied at the points provided to the rear of the
amenity blocks.

11. Barbecues are allowed but must be kept off the grass and away from the trees. Do not use barbecues in
awnings.

12. Smoking is not permitted in any park buildings.
13. Generators are not permitted.

14. No tents or gazebos

15. No continental caravans

16. No single sex groups of 3 or more persons.

17. No group bookings of 3 or more units.

18. No electric awning heating.

19. No commercial vehicles or vans.

20. The owners of Lebberston Touring Park are absolved of all liability for accidents to caravans and guests
and from responsibility for loss or damage to personal property. Your caravan must be fully insured for fire,
theft and third party liability. This does not affect your statutory rights if personal injury / damage / loss is
caused through fault on our part.

The owners reserve the right to instruct any person not observing these conditions, or creating a
nuisance to leave Lebberston Touring Park with no refund. We hope that you appreciate these
requirements are to ensure that everyone enjoys their well earned break with us. Thank you.
